
   

NORS, NEARS, OHHABS MODERNIZATION 
WHAT ARE NORS, NEARS, AND OHHABS?  

The National Outbreak Reporting System (NORS) collects data on waterborne and foodborne disease outbreaks, 
and enteric disease outbreaks transmitted by contact with environmental sources, infected persons or animals, or 
unknown modes of transmission.  

The National Environmental Assessment Reporting System (NEARS) collects environmental assessment data from 
foodborne outbreak investigations in retail food establishments. 

The One Health Harmful Algal Bloom System (OHHABS) collects data on harmful algal bloom (HABs) including 
environmental data, human illnesses, and animal illnesses. 

 
 

GOAL OF MODERNIZATION 

We aim to improve each surveillance system by transitioning the technical architecture of these systems to a 
cloud-based environment.  This will allow for improved collaboration and streamlined connections to other 
modernized systems within CDC such as SEDRIC. Modernization of these systems includes retaining the current 
systems functions for data reporting and enhancing the capabilities for data analysis, visualization, and 
collaboration. 

UPCOMING FEATURES 

• Individual case entry, and bulk entry will be available to transmit data to CDC. 

• Ability to clean, query, visualize, and analyze all of your state’s data through point and click tools. 

MODERNIZATION TIMELINE 

CDC anticipates the technical work on this project to begin in 2023, with full implementation scheduled for 2024.
