Partnering with federal/state/local agencies, non-governmental organizations, and industry stakeholders
to create and promote a sustainable, healthful, and integrated food safety system,
Adopting and supporting official positions and policies to advocate and promote environmental health
protection in the areas of environmental justice, sustainability, safe food from farm-to-fork, safe
drinking water, and emergency preparedness and response,
Disseminating current information to members and international colleagues, with minimal use of our
